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Danish Design Analogue 767 series

Around three years ago, Danish Design introduced their first digital
watches in the collection. These watches turned out to be very successful
and were sold beyond our expectations. Since 2006 the
digital series are being sold in the stores of the Museum of Modern
Art in New York. Because of this big success, Danish Design
produced an analogue version .

These series have the same case as the digital series but the dial is ele-
gant black. Danish Design is famous for its simple, elegant and non-
obstructive design. The new analogue 767 series is a combination
of these characteristics.

By using only two colours in the dial the face stays serene and simple.
The case is bended down at the top and bottom part so the watch
fits perfectly on the wrist. The genuine leather strap is integrated
in the case for an optimal comfortable watch. The horizontally
brushed metal bracelet is attached with a pushpin which enables
the possibilty of adjusting in the best way to the wrist. All the
hands are black with a polished end which shows the time clearly
and completes the exquisite design of the 767 series.

This innovative analogue, series 767, follows the tradition of
Danish Design and is an expression of a modern stylistic language.
The intention is to refine Danish Design in these watches and to create
