The chronograph was invented to measure the time more precisely
and can be referred to a stopwatch. Since 1910 this special watch
has been popular. Nowadays many watch brands design their own
chronograph with various functions. Most designs are sportive
and have a lot more details then necessary for the functions
of a chronograph.

Danish Design is famous for its simple, elegant and non-obstructive
design. The new chronograph is a combination of these
characteristics.

By using only two colours in the dial the face stays serene and
simple. Besides showing the regular time and having the option
of time measuring the Chronograph 772 has a 24 hours
indicator. The outer side of the dial has a sloping effect
resulting in a three-dimensional look. This unique dial is covered
with scratch-resistant sapphire crystal and the case is made of
anti-allergic titanium.

This innovative chronograph, series 772, follows the tradition of
Danish Design and is an expression of a modern stylistic language.
The intention is to refine Danish Design in these watches and to create
simple but sculptural timekeepers.
